Instructions for plotting data and graphs on Excel
1. 
Pull up Microsoft Office Excel.

2.
On sheet one, enter the x axis data in the first column (A). Use block (A1) to label the x axis data. 

3. 
Enter the y axis data in the second column (B). Use block (B1) to label the y axis data.

4.
Go to chart wizard on the tool bar at the top. 

a. Go to (x y scatter), then go the graph that shows both points and lines.  

5. 
Click (next). 


a. 
The data range will be seen.

6. 
Click (next). 


a. 
Label the graph; label the x axis and the y axis.

7.
Click (next).


a.
Click the bottom choice. This puts the graph on the same page as the data columns. 


b. 
Now you will have the graph of the data and the data on the same sheet. 

8.
Go to insert, function.

a. 
Then go to all. This will show all the possible math computations that can be done to a column. Go down to the one you want. (i. e. power). 

9. 
Go to the x axis column and click on the first box at the top (i. e. B2).


a. 
Enter: =power(B2,2)    This means that you want to square the data in the box, B2. (This is an example).

10.
Then click and drag the little box at the bottom of the square you have selected down until it includes the entire x axis data. This will, in this example, square all the data in the x axis column.
11. 
Repeat step 10 for the y axis data. 

12. 
Cut and paste your x and y columns that you want to graph on the next graph (manipulated data graph) so that they are next to each other. 

13. 
Go to chart wizard again.  
a. 
Go to (x y scatter), then go the graph that shows both points and lines.  

14.  
Click (next). 


a. 
The data range will be seen.

15. 
Click (next). 


a. 
Label the graph; label the x axis and the y axis.

16.
Click (next).


a.
Click the bottom choice. This puts the graph on the same page as the data columns. 

b. 
Now you will have the graph of the manipulated data, the graph of the original data, and the data on the same sheet.
